Introduction:

The Global Peace Games are “grass roots” soccer games that take place under the initiative of PLAY SOCCER and are organized by organizations and communities around the world. The Games are linked by common themes and encourage children and youth to share and celebrate the values and skills they learn on the playing field through sport and to find peaceful solutions in their daily lives and communities. The Games take place in the fall of each year at locally scheduled dates around the time of the United Nations International Day of Peace (September 21st).
The themes of the Games support the goals of the United Nations, which proclaimed the

children of the world as the central focus of the 2001-2010 International Decade for a

Culture of Peace and Nonviolence. They educate about and show support for peaceful

solutions, and aim to build global friendship and understanding, consistent with the

objective of the United Nations International Day of Peace. They support the United

Nations Millennium Development Goals that seek to improve human life through eight

development priorities:

• Achievement of universal primary education

• Promotion of gender equality

• Reduction of child mortality

• Improvement of maternal health

• Development of a global partnership for development
